Chairman Green called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m.


Supervisor Steve Bowen provided the invocation.


Chairman Green stated the purpose of the meeting was to consider adoption of the Proposed Budget and Tax Levies for Fiscal Year ending June 30, 2013.


Administrator Roark provides the Budget Committee’s report after hearing public comment on the proposed Budget and review the proposed revenue and expenditure summaries.


Chairman Green urges the Board that it is time to face the fact that County tax rates will soon need to be increased; there has been no savings in the last few years and there is a need to reestablish the Capital Improvements program.


Vice Chairman Vaughn suggests that the Board take time for a thorough review of its finances at the end of the FY2013 in hopes that proposed advancements at Fort Pickett will provide better insight as to the County’s financial future.  Supervisor Simpson concurs with Vice Chairman Vaughn’s comments. 


Supervisor Simmons reminds everyone that without strong foresight from past Board members the County’s finances would in no way be in as sound shape as they currently are.  Supervisor Bowen suggests that without the advancements proposed for Fort Pickett, a “life raft”, the County’s reserves will be in jeopardy.


Following a general discussion from the Board Vice Chairman Vaughn moves to adopt the Budget ($32,208,962) as reported and set the levies for the Fiscal Year ending June 30, 2013 as advertised.  The motion carried as follows:
