	Chairman Simmons called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

	Steve Bowen, Nottoway County Board of Supervisors, gave the invocation.

	Chairman Simmons stated the purpose of the meeting is to hold a public hearing on the Nottoway County proposed budget for the year ending June 30, 2012.

	Administrator Roark reads aloud the details of the proposed Budget, totaling $32,004,075; including no proposed increase in any tax rates but being balanced using funds from the County’s General fund.

Chairman Simmons opens the public hearing and asks if there is anyone present to comment on the proposed budget.  

Sheriff Parrish stated that six of the Sherriff Department vehicles have over 100,000 miles and has concern that there will not be enough money to replace them when it becomes necessary.  Supervisor Vaughn assured Sheriff Parrish that they are aware of his situation and necessary adjustments would have to be made to the budget in October.

Sid Farrar, Stingy Lane Road:  Mr. Farrar expresses appreciation for the efforts of the Budget Committee in preparing a budget without an increase; suggests he knows they have a tough job and they did well.  Mr. Farrar offers his opinion that School Superintendent Dr. Grounard appears to be operating dishonestly and further urges that all County tax dollars cannot continue to keep going to the Schools.

Sonny Abbott, Little Creek Road:  Mr. Abbott thanks the Budget Committee for their work.  Mr. Abbott explains that he would like to see part of the school “step increase” and part of the county one time supplement of three percent be used to pay a portion of each employees Virginia Retirement System contributions.  Mr. Abbott suggests this plan would alleviate some financial burden for the County.

Lisa Humes, Citizens Road:  Ms. Humes expresses a desire to see a raise in the County tax base; suggesting that more businesses would mean a productive increase in tax revenue so that more money can be allocated to the schools without causing a drain to the Budget.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Administrator Roark informs the Board that House Bill 1645, concerning Real property tax, was passed and becomes effective this year; this bill offers an exemption of real eastate tax for disabled veterans.

Administrator Roark informs that the Budget Committee will meet on Tuesday, May 3rd at 4:00pm in the County Administrator’s office to discuss comments heard during the public hearing.
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Public Hearing – Sale of Property – Williams Electric:  Hearing to consider a proposed sale of 5 acres in the “Crescent” at Pickett Park as a sale price of $2,000 per acre to Williams Electric

Chairman Simmons asks if there is anyone present to speak in favor or, or against, the proposed sale of 5 acres to Williams Electric; there was no one present to speak.

Supervisor Simpson made a motion to sell the 5 acre parcel in the “Crescent” at Pickett Park to Williams Electric.  The motion carried as follows:

Administrator Roark explains that he has been contacted about concerning a request from the Virginia Defense Force to rent the old game checking station building at Pickett Park. Vice Chairman Green made a motion to authorize a lease for the Virginia Defense Force for the building they have requested at a monthly rent of $200.  The motion carried as follows:
