	Chairman Green called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m.

	Mr. Steve Bowen, Nottoway County Board of Supervisors, gave the invocation.  

	Administrator Roark wishes to establish voting principles for the County of Nottoway Budget on behalf of Supervisor Bowen whose spouse is an educator for the Nottoway County Public Schools.  Administrator Roark provides the legal opinion from County Attorney Gravatt that clarifies there is no conflict of interest if Supervisor Bowen votes on the County budget.

	Chairman Green stated the purpose of the Work Session is to receive the report of the Budget Committee on the Budget proposed for the Fiscal Year Beginning July 1, 2012.

	Supervisor Vaughn reads aloud the Budget Committee’s recommendations for the Budget proposed for Fiscal Year Beginning July 1, 2012.

	The proposed budget for FY 2012-2013 totals $32,208,961; to fund this budget will require no increase in the Nottoway County Tax Rates however it does require an adjustment to the Real Estate tax rate to accommodate the 2012 Reassessment.  The tax rates and levies are proposed to remain as follows:

		$0.44 per hundred (100) - Real Estate Tax rate (to include Mobile homes) 				(adjustment due to 2012 Reassessment)
		$3.50 per hundred (100) - Personal Property Tax rate 
		(giving 62% credit for the PPTR Act on the first $20,000 of value of eligible 			vehicles)
		$1.35 per hundred (100) – Machinery & Tools
		$2.35 per hundred (100) – Vehicles-Handicapped Equipped
		$1.00 per hundred (100) - Aircraft 
		$1.00 per hundred (100) – Emergency Service Volunteer

	The Committee wishes to clarify that there were a number of budget requests for inclusion in the Budget proposed for Fiscal Year Beginning July 1, 2012 brought forth by agencies that are not currently funded; the Committee was not able to honor those funding requests.

	The proposed budget for Fiscal Year 2012-2013 includes an additional $50,000 for the School System, making the total local contribution to the Schools $4,371, 518.  The proposed appropriation for the School System will again exceed the total receipts from County real estate taxes.  

Due to General Assembly legislation requiring employee’s to pay the employee share of their Virginia Retirement System contributions and requiring localities to increase salaries by five percent (5%) to offset this payment the mandate has been included in the proposed Budget.
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The proposed FY2012 Budget also includes a one-time salary supplement of three percent for all full time employees who were employed on April 1, 2012 and a $300 one time supplement for all regular part time employees who were employed on April 1, 2012.  This supplement will be payable in November 2012.

	The proposed Budget also includes the following:

	1 - $8,000 funding for the Blackstone Area Bus System
	2 - $6,000 funding for recreation programs in the three towns
	3 – Funds from the Landfill account to pay the second installment on the Roberts property
	4 – Funds from the Landfill account to complete the purchase of a new garbage truck

	The proposed budget for fiscal year 2012-2013 includes $100,000 to pay the County’s share of inmate cost at Piedmont Regional Jail should this become a requirement

	The loan that is currently held with SunTrust Bank for the construction of the three new School gyms will be due in January 2013 with a payoff of approximately $635,000.  The School Board has a payment in their proposed budget of $121,000; however, we do not anticipate the expected literary fund loan to be available to pay off the loan in January.  The Budget Committee recommends seeking an extension of the loan through SunTrust Bank.

	In balancing the proposed budget, over $200,000 from the County General Fund Reserves; it is believed that the fund balance will be sufficient to fund this reserve draw-down and still maintain the fund balance as required by our Fund Balance Policy.  This will be the fourth consecutive year that we have planned to spend more than we will take in.

	Supervisor Bowen questions the need to earmark $100,000 for possible inmate costs.  Administrator Roark explains that due to inmate housing costs increasing and no additional revenue coming in along with the State taking more of the Federal Recovery funding a major financial detriment is occurring.

	Administrator Roark informs the Board members of recent situations involving the cleanliness of the Courthouse facilities as well as negligence of responsibilities of the current contract cleaning crew.  It is the consensus of the Board to replace the contract cleaning crew with County staff.

	Administrator Roark reviews the Revenue and Expenditures of the Proposed Budget.

	Administrator Roark reads aloud a citizen’s comments on the desire to have a more detailed budget advertised in the local papers.

	Vice Chairman Vaughn moves to continue to advertise the proposed Budget in the local papers as has always been done.  The motion carried as follows:
