Chairman Simmons called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Supervisor Steve Bowen provided the invocation.

Chairman Simmons stated the purpose of this meeting was to receive the report of the Budget Committee on their proposed budget for the fiscal year beginning July, 1 2016.

	Supervisor Vaughn, who served as committee Chairman, reads aloud the Budget Committee’s recommendations for the Budget proposed for Fiscal Year Beginning July 1, 2016.

	The proposed budget for FY 2016-2017 totals $35,559,686.00; to fund and balance this budget will require no increase in the Nottoway County Tax Rates but is requiring use of $401,914.00 from the General Fund Balance.  The tax rates and levies are proposed to remain as follows:

		$0.47 per hundred (100) - Real Estate Tax rate (to include Mobile homes) 				$3.75 per hundred (100) - Personal Property Tax rate 
		$1.35 per hundred (100) – Machinery & Tools
		$2.35 per hundred (100) – Vehicles-Handicapped Equipped
		$1.00 per hundred (100) - Aircraft 
		$1.00 per hundred (100) – Emergency Service Volunteer

	The Committee recommends tax relief for qualifying vehicles under the Personal Property Tax Relief Act at 60%.

	The Committee wishes to clarify that there were a number of budget requests for inclusion in the Budget proposed for Fiscal Year Beginning July 1, 2016 brought forth by agencies that are not currently funded; the Committee was not able to honor those funding requests as it determined early in the process that no taxes should be raised and no new agencies would be funded.

	The proposed budget for Fiscal Year 2017 includes level funding for the Schools at $4,636,518.00; their request for an additional $100,000 was not honored.

The proposed budget for Fiscal Year 2017 includes a 2% salary increase for employees effective July 01, 2016; the Board will fund the State increase early as it did last year as the State increase was approved to be effective December 01, 2016.

The Committee recommendations stay close to level funding with the following exceptions:

1 – The Board will fund an additional full-time position for the Treasurer’s Office; the Compensation Board approved the position but did not fund it and the Committee has deemed it a critical need
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[bookmark: _GoBack]2 – The Board will fund the Sheriff’s request for $100,000 Capital Outlay to upgrade 911 software and provide for a “Code Red” System; the funding was not available from the General Fund but has been funded from the E911 Fund

3 – A General Reassessment is required to be completed in 2017, to be effective in 2018; $200,000 has been budgeted for this

4 – The Board will fund a request from the Electoral Board of $19,030 for the purchase of two new voting machines; it is expected these machines will become a requirement in the near future 

Administrator Roark reviews the Revenue and Expenditures of the Proposed Budget.

Following a discussion by all Board members, Supervisor Bowen moved to advertise the proposed FY2017 Budget for a public hearing on April 21, 2016, as presented.  The motion carried as follows:
