Chairman Simmons called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Reverend Rod Spencer of Pryor Memorial Presbyterian Church provided the invocation.  Chairman Simmons led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance to our flag.

	Chairman Simmons asks if there are any delegations from the public:
	
	Sonny Abbott:  Mr. Abbott is present to address the Board on the current Budget preparations to include the recent Budget hearings held with County Department heads and/or representatives.  Mr. Abbott suggests to the Board that a citizen review committee should be considered and further implies that the Board of Supervisors and entire School Board should have met to discuss the School’s Budget.

	Lorraine Blackwell – Piedmont Senior Resources:  Ms. Blackwell provides a program overview and describes the program’s clientele; which includes a majority of senior citizens.  Ms. Blackwell urges the Board to consider an increase in local funding for FY17.

	Lloyd Page:  Mr. Page is present to urge the Board of Supervisors to keep an open mind and open dialogue when preparing the FY17 Budget.  Mr. Page suggests that with the potential economic impact for the County with the implementation of the FASTC project, this is the perfect time to change common budget practices.  Mr. Page wishes to have the citizens understand that while the School System is typically to blame for the County having to use general funds to balance the Budget, this is not exactly factual and cites examples to support his claims.  
		
	Presentation – Fred Davis – Southside Electric Cooperative:  Mr. Davis is present to introduce himself and provide a description of the Cooperative and its mission as well as the services they provide throughout their service area.  Mr. Davis reports on the citizen projects that the Cooperative participates in, to include college scholarships and educational programs and explains that a lineman program has just been implemented at the Southside Virginia Community College facility located in Pickett Park.  Mr. Davis informs all that the Cooperative will be sponsoring and hosting the Chicken Festival that will be held on June 24, 2016.
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	Presentation – Amy Beatson, Community Developer – STEPS, Inc.:  Ms. Beatson is present to discuss with the Board their request that the County sign an agreement for STEPS to provide Virginia Homeless Solutions assistance services for the participating localities.  Supervisor Vaughn moves to authorize Administrator Roark to sign the Certification of Local Government participation for STEPS.  The motion carried as follows:

	Highway Department:  Mrs. Crystal Smith, Residency Administrator, is present and provides an update on some planned improvements for the 360/460 intersection and the Hwy/Bus 460 intersection.  Mrs. Smith informs that VDOT will be contacting current Adopt-A-Highway participants to hopefully establish a large scale road cleanup.  

Mrs. Dianna Bryant, Assistant Residency Administrator, is present to receive any communications from the Board, and also provide updates on the routine maintenance performed since the last meeting.  Mrs. Bryant states the Rt. 601 completion date is set for June, 2016, the Rt. 460 bridge project completion date is set for June 2017, and new signage has been installed on Rt. 40, Darvills Road, to prohibit travelers from mistaking Rocky Bump Road as the entrance to Ft. Pickeet.  Mrs. Bryant reports that the Rt. 723 study was completed to evaluate the need for guardrails and results show there is a significant need and the top 5 priorities will cost approximately $200,000 to install; the bridge area alone (deemed to be the most hazardous area) will cost approximately $50,000.  Mrs. Bryant further informs that VDOT crews have begun patching a lot of routes in preparation for surface treatment, pipe replacements in Crewe have begun, and bridge inspections are scheduled to begin in the next few weeks.  A gradual speed reduction study for Tyler road/Indian Oak Rd is being completed and in response to the request for additional signage on the Jonathan Yale memorial bridge Mrs. Bryant reports that there is new criteria for signage on bridges so there will actually be 4 new signs installed.  Mrs. Bryant reports that the Board needs to schedule a work session for the Secondary Six-Year Improvement Plan and reminds that per the Board’s request Rt. 721 will need to be included prior to July for funding to be available.  It is the Board’s hope to schedule the work session for the April regular Board meeting.

Sexton, Groundwater Remediation Specialist – Virginia Department of Environmental Quality:  Results of the 3rd Quarterly 2015 Sampling Report for the Nottoway County Sanitary Landfill, SWP 304, Active Area – the content of the submission meets the applicable requirements of the regulations and the Department’s submission instructions

D – Regulations for operations of the Nottoway County Landfill; Administrator Roark urges the Board to amend the Regulations, changing the allowed scavenging time from 12 noon to 2:00 p.m. to 3:30 p.m. to 4:30 p.m. and only allowable in the debris and white goods area; not allowable on the working face of the grounds.  Administrator Roark states that employee production and citizen safety are the reasons behind his suggestion.

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Administrator Roark informs that the insurance proceeds from Virginia Municipal League will be $25,372.00.
