Chairman Simmons comments on the recent conflict between the Board of Supervisors and the Nottoway County School Board; the Budget Committee did not approve the entire funding request from the School Board.  Chairman Simmons explains that the Board has since (the Budget Work Session) agreed to allocate an additional $86,000 of local money (to be taken from the proposed Capital Outlay allocation) to the School Board budget for FY 12; so as not to fund the School System below the requirement from the Standards of Quality (SOQ).

Supervisor Vaughn offer comments relating to the annual struggle the Budget Committee faces, as year after year revenues decline but Budget requests increase.  Supervisor Vaughn reminds everyone that the Budget Committee completes their task with the greatest seriousness and proposed a Budget that was operationally efficient and caused no tax rate increase.  

Chairman Simpson offers support for Supervisor Vaughn’s comments; urges this situation could have been handled much differently.  Chairman Simpson moves to approve the amendment of the additional $86,000 funding for the Nottoway County School System, transferring the funding from the Capital Outlay line in the Proposed FY2012 budget. Mayor Joe Morrissette, Town of Burkeville:  Mayor Morrissette is present to comment on the rumor circulating concerning the possible closing of the Burkeville Post Office; has been provided information securing the future of the facility, the Postal service is only restructuring its handling of mail routes.  

Dr. Daniel Grounard, Nottoway County Public Schools - Superintendent:  Superintendent Grounard comments that the School System never intended to use the Burkeville Elementary School as leverage for securing additional funding; urges that the Board’s should have worked together.  

Lloyd Page, Nottoway County Public Schools – Educator & Coach, President of the local chapter of the Education Association:  Mr. Page urges that the proposed $150,000 additional local funding ($150,000 less that requested) was not acceptable to the Nottoway County citizens nor its School employees.
