Chairman Simmons called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Mr. Steve Bowen, Nottoway County Board of Supervisors, gave the invocation.  


Chairman Simmons stated the purpose of the Work Session is to receive the report of the Budget Committee on the Budget proposed for the Fiscal Year Beginning July 1, 2011.

Supervisor Vaughn reads aloud the Budget Committee’s recommendations for the Budget proposed for Fiscal Year Beginning July 1, 2011.


The proposed budget for FY 2011-2012 totals $32,004,075; to fund this budget will require no increase in the Nottoway County Tax Rates however it will require $200,000 for the General Fund Balance.  The tax rates and levies are proposed to remain as follows:



$0.49 per hundred (100) - Real Estate Tax rate (to include Mobile homes)



$3.50 per hundred (100) - Personal Property Tax rate 



(giving 62% credit for the PPTR Act on the first $20,000 of value of eligible 


vehicles)



$1.35 per hundred (100) – Machinery & Tools



$2.35 per hundred (100) – Vehicles-Handicapped Equipped



$1.00 per hundred (100) - Aircraft 



$1.00 per hundred (100) – Emergency Service Volunteer


The Committee wishes to clarify that there were a number of budget requests for inclusion in the Budget proposed for Fiscal Year Beginning July 1, 2011 brought forth by agencies that are not currently funded; the Committee was not able to honor those funding requests.


The proposed budget for Fiscal Year 2011-2012 includes an additional $150,000 for the School System, making the total local contribution to the Schools $4,235, 518.  The proposed FY2012 Budget also includes a one time salary supplement of three percent for all full time employees who were employed on April 1, 2011 and a $300 one time supplement for all regular part time employees who were employed on April 1, 2011.  


The proposed Budget further includes $100,000 for Capital Outlay items requested (such as vehicles for the Sheriff’s Office); the full Board will make a determination on the final allocation of these funds after October 1, 2011 – after the next Federal Budget becomes effective and possible grant funding becomes available.
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The proposed Budget also includes the following:


1 - $8,000 funding for the Blackstone Area Bus System


2 - $6,000 funding for recreation programs in the three towns


3 – Funds from LRA income to replace furnishings for the Lodge


4 – Funds from LRA income to replace lawn mowers for Pickett properties


5 – Funding for a new garbage truck from Landfill funds


6 – From Landfill Account, funds to prepare permit amendments


      (approved by our Board several months ago)


Administrator Roark reviews the Revenue and Expenditures of the Proposed Budget.


The Board expresses sincere appreciation to the Budget Committee and Administrator Roark and County Administration staff for the diligent efforts on the proposed Budget.


Vice Chairman Green moves to adopt the Budget committee recommendations and advertise for public hearing the proposed budget for the Fiscal Year beginning July 01, 2011 on Thursday, April 28, 2011.  The motion carried as follows:
