Chairman Bowen called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m.

Chairman Bowen provided the invocation.

	Chairman Bowen states the purpose of the meeting is to consider adoption of the Budget and Setting of the Levy for Fiscal Year ending June 30, 2016.

	Budget Committee Chairman Supervisor Vaughn reads aloud the Budget Committee recommendations after reconvening to consider all citizen comments from the public hearing held on April 16, 2015.  

Administrator Roark provides the Board with pertinent information relating to employee perks that the School Board allows their employees that the County employees do not receive such as Spring Break and 100% employer paid VRS Group Life Insurance; the Courthouse employees have to pay a portion of their life insurance contribution.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Following a brief discussion Vice Chairman Simmons moves to adopt the Budget as originally presented with an amendment to include $100,000 additional funding for the School to be taken from the General Fund Balance; making the total approved FY16 Budget 34,437,562 and making the total funding being taken from the General Fund Balance $555,000.  The motion was defeated with the vote as follows:

Chairman Bowen states that he would like to see the Board accept the Budget Committee recommendation to make every employee’s increased contribution towards their health insurance $200, School staff included, and for the County to begin paying 100% of the Courthouse employees VRS Group Life Insurance premiums as the Schools’ currently do; making all employees equal.  Supervisor Vaughn makes a motion mimicking Chairman Bowen’s recommendations.  The motion carried as follows:
