Supervisor Steve Bowen provided the invocation.  Chairman Simmons led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance to our flag.

	Chairman Simmons asks if there are any delegations from the public:
	
	Lafayette Dickens:  Mr. Dickens is present to invite the Board to a lunch for senior citizens that is being hosted by the New Life Christian Community Outreach; they are providing a 6-month free lunch program for the County elderly to be held at the Nottoway Civic Center.  The plan is to hold two per month beginning May 10, thru the month of October; lunches to be hold on the 2nd and 4th Tuesdays beginning at noon and will include religious messages, games, etc.  

	Presentation:  Yvonne Wilson, Director of the Life Changing Community Development Center is present to encourage public attendance at the upcoming, Saturday, April 23, 2016, Open House for the Center.

Public Hearing - Proposed Budget 2016-2017:  Public Hearing on the Budget proposed for the Fiscal Year beginning July 01, 2016

	Administrator Roark reads aloud the details of the proposed Budget, totaling $35,559,686.00; the proposed budget includes no tax increase but is requiring the use of additional funds from the General Fund balance.  

	Chairman Simmons asks if there is anyone present to comment on the Proposed Budget for Fiscal Year beginning July 01, 2016; 

	Phil Miscovic:  Mr. Miscovic, representing the Town of Crewe, is present to suggest that the planned Code-Red system for the Sheriff’s Office would better benefit from a joint venture with all three towns; Blackstone and Crewe currently have such a system and offers a second potential vendor.  Mr. Miscovic further asks the Board to fund a $3000 survey of the Crewe Industrial Park along with installing crosswalks at Meade Street for safer citizen access to Crewe’s town park.
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	Yvonne Wilson:  Mrs. Wilson is present as an existing County employee; she oversees both the Children Services Act (CSA) and the Virginia Juvenile Community Crime Control Act (VJCCCA).  Mrs. Wilson asks the Board for their consideration in reclassifying her as a full-time employee; she currently works 40 hours a week but is not eligible to receive County employee benefits.  

	Lloyd Page:  Mr. Page urges the Board to fully fund the Budget request from the School Board and suggests that the lack of funding is “personal” and a “power play between the big wigs, while the custodians, bus drivers, teachers, and especially the children suffer”.  Mr. Page suggested that with minimal interest being earned the taxpayer’s dollars would be better spent on education.

	Sonny Abbott:  Mr. Abbot suggests that the Board continues to avoid transparency with the Budget and the overall process.  Mr. Abbott questioned how flat local funding produced a budget that totals over $900,000 in excess of the current year’s and once again is proposed to be balanced with a reduction of the General Fund.

	Alissa Baldwin:  Ms. Baldwin is a Nottoway Middle School Civics teacher and urges the Board to fully fund the School’s Budget request; suggests that doing so shows a genuine commitment to the children of the community.  

	Administrator Roark informs the Board of additional funding requests that have been received since the Board package was sent out:

	1 – Letter – William D. Coleburn, Mayor – Town of Blackstone:  Blackstone Town Council has been evaluating the efficiency of operating an independent emergency dispatch center and provides one potential option to satisfy everyone’s needs (both the County and the Town) - The Town will resume full staffing of the Blackstone Dispatch Center with the County participating financially in the operation

	2 – Letter – William D. Coleburn, Mayor – Town of Blackstone:  Blackstone Town Council is seeking County funding of $1,000 for e911 house numbering for all town residents/business’

	3 – Victim Witness Grant – increase in funding: Administrator Roark informs that there is a reported approved funding increase for the program and if so the Board may possibly need to amend the Budget 

	Chairman Simmons asks that the Budget Committee meet prior to the scheduled meeting on April 29, 2016 to review comments made tonight and consider any amendments.
	
	Public Hearing: Consider a request from Southside Electric Cooperative (SEC) to extend a telecommunications tower by 30 feet to communicate with an existing substation on the site; the property is located off Rt. 664, Dusty Road, in Haytokah District and is owned by Plantation Pipeline Company

	Chairman Simmons asks if there is anyone present wishing to speak, either for or against, the Southside Electric Cooperative tower extension request; there is no one wishing to speak.  Administrator Roark informs that the Planning Commission heard the SEC request and recommend approval.

	Supervisor Bowen moves to approve the Southside Electric Cooperative request to extend a telecommunications tower by 30 feet.  The motion carried as follows:
