Reverend Pete Smith, Blackstone Presbyterian Church, provided the invocation.

Chairman Bowen asks if there are any delegations from the public; 

Sonny Abbott: Mr. Abbott is present to address the Board about a variety of issues that are cause for concern to him.

Greg Marston:  Mr. Marston provides an update on the “Hemp Industry; cites hemp breads are in negotiations with wholesale distributers such as Sam’s Club and an update will be provided in the foreseen future. Mr. Marston seeks an update on his suggestion for a joint water study; Chairman Bowen clarifies that the Nottoway County Planning Commission will have this subject on the agenda for its next scheduled meeting.  

John Schutt:  Mr. Schutt is present to express his concern for the Rt. 723, Lewiston Plank Road, and Highway 460 intersection.  Mr. Schutt explains the dangers of this intersection, citing a serious accident every 3-4 months but also mentions the excess of driver error.  Mr. Schutt offers possible solutions to the traffic problem at this intersection such as reduced speed signs prior to the intersection, and an increased police presence to encourage obeying the traffic laws.

Presentation – Joint Land Use Study (JLUS) - Amber Levofsky, Project Manager – Office of Economic Adjustment:  Ms. Levofsky is present to provide a few details on a proposed Joint Land Use Study; A tool to promote compatible use at and around Fort Pickett.  Ms. Levofsky explains that a JLUS is a cooperative planning effort between a military installation and the surrounding Communities.  Ms. Levofsky brings with her Major James C. Shaver, Jr. of the Virginia Army National Guard who explains the Guard and Fort Pickett mission with the potential land encroachment of Fort Pickett.
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Highway Department:  Mrs. Dianna Bryant, Assistant Residency Administrator, is present to receive any communications from the Board, and also provide updates on the routine maintenance performed since the last meeting.  Mrs. Bryant reports that tree trimming, tree trimming and other contract services are in full force in the County.  Mrs. Bryant reports that a study in underway for the Rt. 723 and Hwy. 460 intersection.  Administrator Roark informs Mrs. Bryant that it is the Board’s wishes, along with representatives from the Towns of Crewe and Burkeville, to initiate a conversation with VDOT concerning the aforementioned intersections, 723 & 460.  

Administrator Roark asks Mrs. Bryant to provide an update on the Town of Blackstone project on Sullivan Street; VDOT is willing to accept a right-of-way of 30 feet which is outside of the normal requirement of 40 feet.
