	Public Hearing – Purchase of 86.5 acres – Rt. 614; Tax map# 42-23:  Consideration of the purchase of 86.5 acres of land located on Cellar Creek Road, Blackstone, VA (Tax Map# 42-23) for the purpose to obtain dirt for use in covering garbage at our existing Landfill; the current owner of the property is Susan Barnard Roberts and the proposed purchase price is $160,000, based on an appraisal dated October 06, 2011

	Chairman Simmons asks if there is anyone present to speak on the proposed land purchase:
