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Resolution – Wythe County:  Requesting the Board consider adopting a resolution similar to the one provided requesting amendment to Code of Virginia Section 58.1-3831 to allow all Virginia Counties the power to levy tax upon the sale or use of cigarettes.

Request – Commonwealth Regional Council (CRC) – Mary S.
