Chairman Simmons called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Reverend Mat Brown, Blackstone Baptist Church, provided the invocation.  Chairman Simmons led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance to our flag.

	Chairman Simmons asks if there are any delegations from the public:

	Mr. Bill Outlaw:  Mr. Outlaw is present to express appreciation to the Board for their inclusion of the Pledge of Allegiance at the beginning of their meetings. 

	Mr. Sonny Abbott:  Mr. Abbott is present to offer comment on a article published in the local newspapers concerning the recent announcement from the School Superintendent that he has found in excess of $200,000 that can be used for the fiscal year 2017 budget.

Mr. Lloyd Page is present to encourage the Board to work very closely with the School Board during upcoming budget preparations.  Supervisor Vaughn provides comments following Mr. Page concerning recent derogatory remarks made by Mr. Page at the last School Board meeting. 

Presentation - Robinson, Farmer, Cox Associates:  Mr. Paul Lee presents to the Board the completed Nottoway County Audit for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2015.  Mr. Lee reports that the Audit found the County to be in solid financial shape, but there was a Management Letter in this year’s audit concerning VRS contributions not being transmitted to the Treasurer for deposit in a timely manner.  

Administrator Roark asks Mr. Lee to explain why the Audit report shows a reduced amount of local School funding provided, which is much less than the actual appropriation.  Mr. Lee clarifies this is due to an accrual process coupled with the fact that the School System did not expend its entire local contribution for Fiscal Year 2015.

	Presentation – Marilyn Hill, Assistant Warden, Work Center - Nottoway Correctional Center:  Warden Hill is present to provide an update to the Board on the Nottoway Correctional Work Center.  Warden Hill reported that in 2015, inmate labor provided 14,822 man hours for the County and its three towns.
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Presentation – Mary S. Hickman, Executive Director – Commonwealth Regional Council:  Ms. Hickman appears before the Board to present an overview of the Commonwealth Regional Council’s FY 2014-2015 Annual Report.  Ms. Hickman shares with the Board the many activities and services that the Council provided its members during the year and also brings them up-to-date on successful projects that the Council has provided assistance on since June 2015.

Highway Department:  Mrs. Dianna Bryant, Assistant Residency Administrator, is present to receive any communications from the Board, and also provide updates on the routine maintenance performed since the last meeting.  Mrs. Bryant reports on the pending winter weather; the roads have already been pretreated with the anticipation of snow not sticking so severely to the surface.  Mrs. Bryant reports that due to the State declaring this event an emergency they are able to recruit additional resources for this event.  The study for 460/609 has been completed and enhanced pavement markings, along with increased signage, have been recommended

Supervisor Bowen asks Mrs. Bryant how VDOT prioritizes its snow removal missions; Mrs. Bryant suggests the common practice is to clear the primary roads first and then the secondary roads.
