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Fort Pickett Redevelopment Authority:  Administrator Roark informs that he was contacted by Southside Virginia Community College (SVCC) concerning the possible use of a County barracks building for the lodging of students participating in the Lineman Training School; SVCC is proposing to pay $75,000 toward the renovations of the building with the County retaining ownership of the property.

Administrator Roark provides the Board with information relating to Social Services Board member Lisa Wallace; her current 2nd consecutive term has expired and a new appointment is needed.  Administrator Roark will add this to the August regular Board meeting agenda.

Commonwealth’s Attorney Terry Royall expresses appreciation to the Board for the Board’s letters of appreciation forwarded to the horse rescue organizations for their efforts with the Nottoway County horse seizure.

Attorney Royall additionally provides the Board with information relating to the recent approved Executive Order of Restoration of Rights from the Governor of Virginia.  Attorney Royall informs the Board that Nottoway County now has 176 residents of the Virginia Center for Behavioral Rehabilitation (VCBR) that are showing as eligible for restoration of rights; this includes the right to vote.  Attorney Royall explains that 132 of those residents have their voting rights restored according to information provided by VCBR representatives.  She expresses extreme concern for this situation as these residents have committed severe malicious acts to have been convicted of a felony to begin with; this can have drastic effects on the County at these residents would have the right to serve on a jury.  Attorney Royall explains that in order to have their rights restored the only qualifications are that their entire sentence has been served and they are no longer on supervised probation.

Supervisor Vaughn moves to have Administrator Roark forward letters to the States Legislators and the Governor of Virginia seeking assistance with the order and its unique impact on Nottoway County and express objection to the restoration of rights for residents of VCBR.
