Chairman Simpson asks if there were any delegations from the public;

Mr. Sonny Abbott:  Mr. Abbott is present to urge the Board to consider venturing into unfamiliar territory for the advancement of the County; suggesting the “same old” is counter-productive and the citizens suffer as a result

Mrs. Jerri Morton, Burkeville:  Mrs. Morton is present to provide information on the annual 100-mile yard sale she helps organize.  Mrs. Morton explains the route for the yard sale and asks for the Boards support of the project that has been an outstanding success in past years.

Presentation:  Mr. Steven Jacobs with Robinson, Farmer, Cox Associates is present to review a recently completed rate analysis for the Nottoway County Landfill.  Due to a projected, steady decline in revenues and projected increase in expenses it is imperative to increase Landfill rates; the increases are proposed as follows:

1. Furnish large container on temporary basis
$117.00 per pick up plus weight of trash by ton
$1.00 per day fee starting with the 11th day

1. Furnish small container on temporary basis
$35.00 per pick up plus weight of trash by ton
$1.00 per day fee starting with the 11th day
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1. Company keeping large containers full time
$98.00 per pick up plus weight of trash per ton
$20.00 per month lease fee on box

1. Companying keeping small container full time
$30.00 per pick up plus weight of trash by ton
$20.00 per month lease fee on box

1. Company furnish own compactor/container
$40.00 per pick up plus weight of trash per ton

Deposit:  A deposit may be required on requested service to cover the estimated cost to the county for providing the service.

The amount of the deposit will be determined by the County Administrator.

	Supervisor Vaughn suggests delaying action on any rate increase until representatives from the three Towns can be informed of the proposed changes.  Chairman Simpson agrees with Supervisor Vaughn and the Board unanimously agrees on postponing action.

Highway Department:  Ms. Dianna Bryant, Assistant Residency Administrator, is present to receive any communications from the Board, and also provide updates on the routine maintenance performed since the last meeting.  Ms. Bryant reports that the Rocky Bump Road project is complete and the road will be reopened as early as next week, Rt. 460 Bridge Project (Cox Road) is currently on schedule for a December 2014 advertisement date.
