Chairman Simpson asks if there are any delegations from the public;

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Mr. Larry Seamster is present to ask the Board to consider establishing a personal property tax exemption for Nottoway County citizens that are U.S. Veterans and 100% service disabled.  Administrator Roark explains that Virginia Code allows a tax break on a Veteran’s primary residence and up to one acre of real estate.  Supervisor Vaughn suggests the Budget Committee can review this request during deliberations for the FY 2016 Budget.    

Chairman Simpson takes a moment to acknowledge two Town of Crewe Council members that are in attendance; Phil Miskovic and Al Simpson.

Highway Department:  Mrs. Dianna Bryant, Assistant Residency Administrator, is present to receive any communications from the Board, and also provide updates on the routine maintenance performed since the last meeting.  Mrs. Bryant reports that pipe lining for the culvert replacement on the Rt. 628 Dutchtown Road project has been completed and the entire project should be finished within one week, the McCune Road pipeline repairs should be completed this week also, the Flat Rock Road pipeline replacement has been completed and that road has been re-opened, the Lipscomb Street pipeline replacement is ongoing.  Mrs. Bryant further reports that seasonal mowing is wrapping up

A – Citizen Correspondence – William Rohr has forwarded two Highway safety concerns to pass along to VDOT representatives:
	
	1 – Intersection of Lone Pine Rd. (rte 633) and Rocky Ford Rd. (rte 607) – suggests making this intersection a four-way stop and post signs on Lone Pine Road reducing speed to 25mph through the intersection

	2 – Rocky Ford road (rte 607) – suggests changing the speed limit to 45mph for the entire length of the road  

Mrs. Bryant reports that site visits were completed for both of these roads and findings were that necessary criteria cannot be met to warrant a speed limit adjustment; VDOT will take no action on this request.
