Chairman Vaughn asks if there are any delegations from the public;

Mary Rothgeb:   Ms. Rothgeb is present to express concern for her and her neighbors on Rocky Ford Road; since last winter the Road sign was taken and needs to be replaced.  Ms. Rothgeb also has a concern for the increased traffic on this road; suggests that citizens are not being respected by the excessive speeders and asks that the Department of Transportation consider placing a reduced speed limit sign on the road.  

Mr. Doug Jones:  Mr. Jones is present to inform the Board of a petition circulating among local citizens seeking a fishing pier to be constructed on Lee Lake.  Mr. Jones said the petitions are going to be sent to the Department of Game & Inland Fisheries as well as the County’s Legislators and asks for the Board to consider adopting a resolution in support of their efforts to accompany the petitions. 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Mr. Syd Farrar:  Mr. Farrar expresses appreciation to the Board for the recent “Town Hall Meetings” held over the past two weeks.  Mr. Farrar urges the meetings were a success and further recommends the Board consider holding such meetings twice a year.

Mr. Farrar also continues to express concern for the lack of compliance with the County Procurement Policy by the School System; urges that the School Board should have more strict requirements to meet.  Mr. Farrar suggests the Board consider having an independent auditor perform a compliance review of School purchases.  Mr. Farrar questions the frivolous travel expenses for the Superintendent and other Administrative staff; if a travel allowance is provided, that employee should not be reimbursed for using that vehicle for official School business. 

Mr. Sonny Abbott:  Mr. Abbott continues to suggest that the County Budget needs to remain “in the public eye” and the Board should assure its citizens that the adopted Budget is adequate enough to meet the County’s needs, “no more, no less”.  Mr. Abbott further urges that the Board should strongly consider appointing a Citizen Budget Review Committee for the FY 2015 budget.

Chairman Vaughn informs of a call received concerning the School Board’s request to hold a joint meeting concerning the Nottoway-Amelia Vocational Center.  The Board will schedule this meeting at a later date.

Highway Department:  Ms. Dianna Bryant, Assistant Residency Administrator, is present to receive any communications from the Board, and also provide updates on the routine maintenance performed since the last meeting.  Ms. Bryant reports that the final mowing is being wrapped up.  Ms. Bryant informs that a detour is planned for the Rt. 49 Bridge project on October 22, 2013 and October 23, 2013 and also reports this project is behind schedule.  Ms. Bryant states that the Rt. 460/Rt. 49 study has been completed and findings are that there was not enough supporting installation of a stop light.  Ms. Bryant states VDOT can perform a speed study for Rt. 607- Rocky Ford Road.

Administrator Roark informs Ms. Bryant of a citizen request for a traffic study for Melody Lane by Greg Marston.  Ms. Bryant states she is already aware of this request.
