Pearson’s Appraisal Services:  Fred Pearson (Project Manager) joined by Randy Willis (Project Supervisor); proposing $14.80 per parcel for a total of 15,844 parcels; clerical work for the equalization Board is proposed to be the expense of the County but Mr. Pearson states that should his company be awarded the contract he will absorb that cost if necessary, will require a telephone line for the project, will provide routine status updates

Wampler Eanes Appraisal Group:  Steven Wampler; proposing $16.95 per parcel but states this is “somewhat negotiable”, will provide clerical services for the equalization board at their expense, will require a telephone line for the project 

Blue Ridge Mass Appraisal Company:  David Hickey; $13.00 per parcel, will provide clerical services for the equalization board at their expense; a telephone line will be needed at the end of the reassessment to schedule hearings, there will be no charge to meet with the equalization board; annual user fee of $4,500 for record software should the Board choose to purchase it at the end of the project, will provide routine status updates
