Highway Department:  Mrs. Dianna Bryant, Assistant Residency Administrator, is present to receive any communications from the Board, and also provide updates on the routine maintenance performed since the last meeting.  Residency Administrator Crystal Smith is in attendance also and provides an update on VDOT’s progress with the transition from summer missions to winter missions. Mrs. Bryant reports that in October the final mowing will be completed, sight distance mowing will continue; Rt. 46 Bridge is in the hands of a consultant to seek the best location for the bridge replacement, a study is ongoing for Rt. 40 and Fort Pickett Main Gate, the Hwy 460 acceleration is completed and open to traffic, the Rt. 460 bridge project will soon gear up.  Mrs. Bryant lastly reports on the Rt. 723 and Rt. 460 intersection; a request for a speed reduction has been submitted, median markings and new road signage (stop ahead signs have already been installed) along with rumble strips for the shoulder.

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Purchase of Property at Piedmont Regional Jail (PRJ):  Providing a signed copy of the deed conveying the 33 acres that adjoins the PRJ property to the five participating localities; Amelia, Buckingham, Cumberland, Nottoway and Prince Edward; Administrator Roark explains that one of the six participating localities is not in agreement with the purchase therefore eliminating the ability for the Jail to purchase the property. The Jail has provided the five participating localities with $20,000 each to purchase the property with funding from the Piedmont Regional Juvenile Detention Center.
