Chairman Vaughn called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Supervisor Steve Bowen provided the invocation.

	Chairman Vaughn stated the purpose of the Work Session is to receive the report of the Budget Committee on the Budget proposed for the Fiscal Year Beginning July 1, 2013.

	Administrator Roark reads aloud the Budget Committee’s recommendations for the Budget proposed for Fiscal Year Beginning July 1, 2013.

	The proposed budget for FY 2013-2014 totals $33,187,560.00; an increase from the current Budget of $32,208,962.00.  The tax rates and levies are proposed as follows:

		$0.47 per hundred (100) - Real Estate Tax rate (an increase of $0.03)
		$0.47 per hundred (100) – Mobile Homes (an increase of $0.03)
		$3.75 per hundred (100) - Personal Property Tax rate 
		(giving 62% credit for the PPTR Act on the first $20,000 of value of eligible 			vehicles – an increase of $0.25 per $100)
		$1.35 per hundred (100) – Machinery & Tools
		$2.35 per hundred (100) – Vehicles-Handicapped Equipped
		$1.00 per hundred (100) - Aircraft 
		$1.00 per hundred (100) – Emergency Service Volunteer
		(0) – Merchant’s Capital
		(0) – Farm Machinery & Implements

	The Committee wishes to clarify that there were a number of budget requests for inclusion in the Budget proposed for Fiscal Year Beginning July 1, 2013 brought forth by agencies that are not currently funded; the Committee was not able to honor those funding requests.

	The Budget Committee recommends using $376,391.00 of the anticipated General Fund balance to accommodate the increased Budget; feels confident this will allow for the Fund balance to remain within Auditor suggested ranges.
  
[bookmark: _GoBack]	The proposed budget for Fiscal Year 2012-2013 includes an additional $50,000 for the School System, making the total local contribution to the Schools $4,421,518.  The proposed appropriation for the School System will again exceed the total receipts from County real estate taxes by approximately $175,000.00

In addition to the $50,000.00 additional funding for the School System the Committee recommendations also include $275,000.00 additional funding for the regional Jail, $207,000.00 additional funding for the Comprehensive Services Act.  
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The FY2013 Budget included a one-time salary supplement of three percent for all full time employees who were employed on April 1, 2012 and a $300 one time supplement for all regular part time employees who were employed on April 1, 2012.  The General Assembly approved salary increases for the State supported positions for FY2014 therefore the Committee recommendations include salary increases for all employees who were employed on April 01, 2013; the salary increases range from three to six percent.  

	The proposed FY2014 Budget also includes the following:

	1 – One new clerical employee for Social Services
	2 – The new Health Care Regulations are requiring any employee working 30 hours per week to have access to Health Insurance; we are reducing the hours of several part time employees to less than 30 hours and will need to hire several additional part-time employees to fill this gap
	3 – The County will continue to contribute $4,700 toward the Health Insurance Premium for full time employees who wish to participate 
	4 – Two Sheriff’s Department vehicles
	5 – New roof for five to six buildings located in Pickett Park
6 - $8,000 funding for the Blackstone Area Bus System
	7 - $6,000 funding for recreation programs in the three towns
	8 – Funds from the Landfill account to pay the third installment on the Roberts property
	9 – $69,000 in Capital Outlay to purchase equipment for the Landfill
	10 – Budgeted $200,000 in the Board’s Discretionary Fund for unforeseen expenses

	Administrator Roark reviews the Revenue and Expenditures of the Proposed Budget.

	The Board members held a general discussion concerning the contents of the proposed Budget.  Following Supervisor Green moves to adopt the Budget committee recommendations and advertise for public hearing the proposed budget for the Fiscal Year beginning July 01, 2013 on Thursday, April 18, 2013.  The motion carried as follows:
