Chairman Vaughn asks if there are any delegations from the public; 

Mr. Sonny Abbott:  Mr. Abbott repeats his request to the Board to be more forthcoming with information during Budget preparations.  Mr. Abbott is also present to express concern about a repeated allocation to the Virginia’s Growth Alliance (VGA) for FY 2014; further asks for a status update on how the Alliance has benefited the County with its original contributions for FY 2012 and 2013.  Mr. Abbott suggests that should the Board continue with contributions to the VGA for a third consecutive year that the Board in turn request detailed monthly reports on its progress.

Presentation – Mr. Bobby Hickman and Lieutenant L. Jones – Nottoway Correctional Center:  The Correctional Center representatives are present to provide an update to the Board on the Nottoway Correctional Center Work Center.  Mr. Hickman reports that a request has been submitted for one additional staff member for the Correctional Center and approval would allow for more site availability of the work crews.  Lieutenant Jones, who is the Chief of Security at the Nottoway Correctional Work Center, provides information on the Correctional Center work crews, comprised of inmates currently being housed in the correctional facility.  Lieutenant Jones informs the Board that the work center performed 19,657 man hours in 2012 in Nottoway County with six work crews; the work crews also perform work in six other Counties.   

	Presentation – Draper Aden Associates:  William (Bill) Hase, P.E., Senior Project Manager and other staff members Rip Ford, Groundwater Technical Manager, Jeff Norman, Project Geologist, and Peter Conrady, Environmental Team Leader (Richmond Office) are present at the request of Supervisor Green, to update the Board on their services provided for the County at the Nottoway County Landfill.  

	The Draper Aden representatives provide an explanation on the post closure procedures for the Landfill and what roles and responsibilities the Department of Environmental Quality have.

Nottoway Pet Rescue:  Administrator Roark reminds the Board of a discussion held at the February 21st Board meeting concerning a recent meeting with a group of citizens that are requesting access to the Nottoway County Animal Pound.  The desire of the group is to increase public awareness of the animals located in the pound by assisting with care and grooming of the animals and taking photos and posting them on social media sites to encourage adoption.   The group declares their plan will be to no expense of the County.

It is the consensus of the Board to seek additional information concerning liability, Nottoway Pet Rescue’s exact plans, information from other Animal Shelters that participate in similar programs, etc.  Administrator Roark will also seek legal input from County Attorney Williams.

Letter – Virginia Retirement System – Robert Schulte, Director:  Providing information on a newly created Local Disability Program (VLDP) for political subdivision and school division employees who will be covered under the VRS Hybrid Retirement Plan effective, January 01, 2014; VRS Disability Retirement will not be available to these employees.  Coverage under the VLDP is automatic unless the governing body elects to opt out and provide a comparable employer-paid disability program effective January 1, 2014 that must include short-term and long-term disability but does not have to include the long-term care component provided in the VLDP.  The decision to participate or opt out is irrevocable and political subdivision and schools in the same locality may choose to participate or opt out separately.  Schools that decide to opt out will submit one resolution for all employees.  The Board takes no action.

Letter – Irving J. Arnold, Master Commissioner of the Revenue – County of Nottoway:  Commissioner Arnold is requesting $2,500 in additional funding to cover projected spending for the remainder of FY2013; citing a $2,594.70 invoice for the assessment of personal property retained in the County as one reason for the request
