AT AN ADJOURNED MEETING OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF NOTTOWAY COUNTY, VIRGINIA, HELD AT THE SLAW’S RESTAURANT, ON WEDNESDAY, THE 08TH DAY OF APRIL IN THE YEAR OF OUR LORD TWO THOUSAND FIFTEEN AND IN THE 239TH YEAR OF THE COMMONWEALTH:

Chairman Bowen called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

Chairman Bowen provided the invocation.

	Chairman Bowen stated the purpose of this meeting was to discuss items of mutual interest with the Mayor and Town Council of the Town of Blackstone.

	Chairman Bowen recesses the meeting at 6:31p.m. for dinner.  

	Chairman Bowen reconvenes the meeting7:07 p.m.

	Blackstone Mayor Billy Coleburn thanked the Board for the opportunity to share this  meal and have this meeting and maintain open communication between each other.

	Chairman Bowen assured the Town Council that the County has no intentions to purposefully market property or solicit industry outside the Blackstone Corporate limits.  Chairman Bowen asks the Blackstone representatives what they see as potential concerns.  
	
	Mayor Coleburn clarifies that there is not a current problem at hand with the sewer capacity; it is the potential problem.  There are historically deeded usage limitations that are what pose the potential conflict.  

	Town Manager Phillip Vanoorbeeck explains the history of the military usage of the Town’s wastewater treatment plant (WWTP) and further explains the sewer capacity and the potential issues for expansion.  Manager Vanoorbeeck provides the Board with a design capacity analysis for the unit processes at the Town’s WWTP to determine if the WWTP can handle more than the 2.0 MGD design capacity cost effectively and at what estimated cost.  It has been determined that the military usage is extremely lower than their allowance, allowing plenty of unused capacity if they are willing to transfer a portion of their deeded allotment back to the Town for use.  Manager Vanoorbeeck provides an alternative by replacing two pumps at a cost of $140,000 which would allow for a minimum usage addition.

	Mayor Coleburn suggests for the County and Town, individually or jointly, to seek Governor McAuliffe’s assistance in having the capacity usage transferred from the Military back to the Town for use elsewhere.  Supervisor Vaughn suggests seeking assistance from all of the County’s legislators; not just the Governor.  Councilman Sam Moncure suggests approaching the military initially and provide them with a contingency plan to secure the sewage capacity. 

	   Chairman Bowen asks the Town, in its present condition, can the sewer capacity usage accommodate a potential hotel/restaurant with approximately 20,000 to 30,000 gallons of use per day.  Manager Vanoorbeeck explains this would put the town dangerously close to its maximum capacity.  Manager Vanoorbeeck suggests that both Bodies agree to implement Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) paperwork to begin the process to seek legal expansion of the WWTP to accommodate potential growth.
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	Councilman Eric Nash urges that the Town is really in a position that they have to seek input from DEQ on a possible capacity expansion; suggests this will be necessary in the near future and there is no reason to delay.  

	Administrator Roark reminds the Town that a few years back, Engineers from the State Department were told by then Town Manager Larry Palmore that there would be no problem with water/sewer for the proposed FASTC project; there has been no mention to him by the Town, since, that there would be a problem.

	  Assistant County Administrator John Prosise informs everyone that he has made contact with representatives from the Tobacco Commission to inform that the County and Town may submit a late application for funding to assist with a potential water/sewer upgrade; funding has historically been awarded for such projects.  Assistant Administrator Prosise does clarify that with approval of funding from the Tobacco Commission, a 10% funding match is required.    

	Mayor Coleburn asks his Council what their position is so the County can have an answer for immediate marketing.  Councilman Moncure urges that the Council, while the project interest the County has is good for the County and Town, must always and first consider the Town citizens and the Town’s potential future needs.  Councilman Eric Nash implies that he would morally never deny the County municipal water and/or sewer and that any hotel, or similar project, is beneficial no matter where it is located and that he feels that the capacity issue is the sole issue.  Manager Vanoorbeeck reminds everyone that the Town is obligated to new customers if they are located within the corporate limits; there is a mandate for connection.  Manager Vanoorbeeck suggests that the County consider agreeing to a mandate for any LRA industry to connect to the municipal water and sewer; as a nice gesture.

	Councilman Nash asks the Board if the County is willing to provide funding towards the $140,000 pump replacement fee should the Tobacco Commission application be denied.   

	It is the consensus of both Bodies to have Town Manager Vanoorbeeck start proceedings with DEQ, have Mayor Coleburn draft letters to Legislators, the Ft. Pickett Base Commander and Adjutant General, and have Assistant Administrator Prosise begin work on a funding application to the Tobacco Commission.  

	Supervisor Vaughn moves to proceed with the Tobacco Commission application for a potential water and sewer upgrade for the Town of Blackstone.  The Town gave its approval for participation with the joint application.  The motion carried as follows:
