Chairman Simpson called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. 

Supervisor Bowen provided the invocation.

Chairman Simpson explains that due to there being only four members of the Board, any votes taken at the night’s meeting that result in a tie will be a defeated motion.

Administrator Roark presented a Resolution in memory of Supervisor Jack J. Green who passed away on June 26, 2014.  Supervisor Vaughn moves to adopt the Resolution in memory as presented.  The motion carried as follows:

Administrator Roark presented the guidelines from the Code of Virginia on filling a vacancy on the Board of Supervisors.  Supervisor Simmons moves to petition the Nottoway County Circuit Court to issue a Writ of Election to fill the District Three vacancy on the Nottoway County Board of Supervisors.  The motion carried as follows:

Administrator Roark advises the Board that they need to establish a procedure for making an interim appointment to serve in District Three until the special election can be scheduled by the Circuit Court.  Supervisor Vaughn moves to allow public comments before any action is taken on establishing such procedure.  The Board unanimously agrees and public comments were as follows:

1 – Mrs. Arlene Robertson:  voiced concern about the District Three citizens having been unrepresented during the last few months

2 – Mr. Waymond Mitchell:  expressed concern about the replacement for Mr. Green; suggests the Board make an appointment immediately

3 – Mrs. Helen Simmons:  asks the Board to consider honoring the wishes of Mr. Green concerning a replacement for him

4 – Reverend Roger Coleman:  suggests that the Board appoint someone who can keep Mr. Green’s goals thriving
5 – Mr. Sonny Abbott:  asks how much time the Circuit Court has to schedule the special election and will it coincide with the November General Election

The Board explains, in response to Mr. Abbott’s comments, that the Court is not restricted to any deadlines on scheduling a special election and there is no way to know if it will be scheduled for November.

6 – Mr. Benjamin Stith:  reiterates the comments of Mrs. Helen Simmons and asks the Board to strongly consider honoring Mr. Green’s wishes for his replacement

Following public comments the Board held a general discussion during which they expressed their unwavering appreciation for Mr. Green’s service to Nottoway County.  

Supervisor Vaughn moves that the Board of Supervisors will make an interim appointment to fill Mr. Green’s seat on the Board within the 45 days allowed by the Code of Virginia.

Supervisor Simmons offered an amendment to Mr. Vaughn’s motion that the Board would place an advertisement in local newspapers soliciting letters of interest.  Mr. Simmons’ amendment was approved unanimously by the Board.

Chairman Simpson then asks for a roll call vote on Mr. Vaughn’s original motion to make an interim appointment within 45 days.  The motion carried as follows:
