Administrator Roark informed the Board members of his concern for the financial outlook for the County due to the State, as of this date, not adopting a Budget for the coming year; without State funds Nottoway County would be unable to fund its operations as planned with the adoption of the proposed Budget.

Following a brief discussion, Chairman Simpson appoints Supervisor Vaughn and Vice Chairman Bowen to a special Committee to assist Administrator Roark in developing a Contingency Plan of Operation, should the State fail to adopt a Budget prior to July 01, 2014.
