Chairman Vaughn called the work session to order at 7:00 p.m.

Chairman Vaughn states the purpose of the work session is to receive information from Joyce Engineering related to the Virginia Stormwater Management Regulations

	Administrator Roark introduces Mr. Lee Hill, Senior Technical Consultant for Joyce Engineering and also acknowledges Mr. Phillip Moore, Nottoway County Soil & Erosion Specialist.

	Mr. Hill provides an overview of the Virginia Stormwater Management Regulations and the explanation for its requirement.  Mr. Hill provides detail on the fee schedules; both the Department of Environmental Quality fee that cannot be amended and the locality assessed fee which can.

	Supervisor Bowen moves that Nottoway County will move forward with an RFP for plan review, approve the provided fee schedule, submit a SWM ordinance, and have program administration enforcement with an in-house inspector; Administrator Roark will serve as program Administrator (or designee) and Phillip Moore will serve as in-house inspector.

Supervisor Bowen reports on the recent Department of Transportation hearing he attended alongside Chairman Vaughn; they discussed State Route 307 (road improvements and widening and shoulders), State Route 46 (realignment beginning at State Route 40), State Route 49 (reconstruction at intersection of Hwy 460), and turning lanes on Plum Street off of Rt. 360/460 and construction of an acceleration late off Hwy 460 business as it merges on to U.S. Highway 460 east of Blackstone

Chairman Vaughn reports on the recent Nottoway County Emergency Services meeting he attended with Supervisor Bowen and Administrator; volunteers feel forgotten by County officials and all held a general discussion on possible suggestions for increased funding from the County

Supervisor Simmons reports on the proposed release of a resident, into the County in the Town of Crewe, from the Virginia Center for Behavioral Rehabilitation; it is a very likely possibility that this resident will be locating in the Town of Crewe which is an extreme contradiction with what was agreed upon when the facility first located to the area.
