Chairman Vaughn called the work session to order at 6:00 p.m.

Chairman Vaughn states the purpose of the work session is to hear and discuss the proposed projects for the 2013/2014 thru 2018/2019 Secondary Six-Year Improvement Program.

Mr. Bob Zimmerman, Residency Administrator and Ms. Dianna Bryant, Assistant Residency Administrator for the Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT), are on hand to present the proposed projects to the Board and receive any input on possible amendments.

Ms. Bryant provides the Board with a copy of the proposed Secondary System Construction Program and unpaved roads traffic count summary, along with VDOT recommendations for amendments to the plan, and reviews all documents.  Ms. Bryant, at Mr. Vaughn’s request, clarifies the differences between the Rural Rustic Road program and the Pave-in-Place projects.

Administrator Roark provide Ms. Bryant details on citizen complaint concerning the lack or guard rails on Rt. 723, Lewiston Plank Road, citing the recent death of a son instigating the request

Ms. Bryant explains the procedures followed when such a request is issued and explains the concern will be submitted to traffic engineers for further investigation; will take approximately 60 days for a review 

Citizens Charles Webb, Loretta Daniel and Linda Harris were in attendance and all expressed their concerns on the deteriorating conditions of Rt. 603, Grove Road.  Each of the three residents gave specific details on why Rt. 603 needs to be considered for inclusion in the Secondary Six-Year Improvement Plan; increased number of dwellings, “wash board conditions”, excessive dust and mud, greater than before severity and quantity of accidents, and lack of necessary signage were just a few of the concerns outlined.

Following a general discussion on the citizen concerns, to include input from both Mr. Zimmerman and Ms. Bryant, Supervisor Green recommends advertising the plan for public hearing and makes a motion to hold the public hearing on the proposed FY 2013/2014 thru 2018/2019 Secondary Six-Year Improvement Program at the March regular meeting.  The motion carried as follows:
