Chairman Simmons called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Reverend Matt Brown, Blackstone Baptist Church, provided the invocation.  Chairman Simmons led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance to our flag.

The minutes of the October 20, 2016 regular Board meeting were presented.  Supervisor Vaughn moved to adopt the October 20, 2016 minutes as presented.  The motion carried as follows:

Chairman Simmons asks if there are any delegations from the public: 

	Sonny Abbott:  Mr. Abbott is present to urge the Board that better Budget planning is needed.  Mr. Abbott believes the citizens deserve an explanation on why there is “excessive” unused funding at the completion of the fiscal year.

	Haley Norton – Virginia Cooperative Extension: Mrs. Norton is present to explain the documents and their purpose that were included in the Board package; Crewe, Virginia Needs Assessment materials from the Virginia Cooperative Extension; proposing to hold a community event at the Crewe Library for the purpose of proving youth outreach and education on programs offered by the Virginia Cooperative Extension

	Public Hearing:  Request from William J. Collins, III, Agent/Citizens Bank & Trust Co. to lease property located off Rt. 610 – Green Hill Road for storing supplies, equipment, and construction materials associated with the FASTC project, proposing to also use the property for RVs for employees and security purposes, proposing to also use the existing structures on the property; request is made pursuant to Section 2-1-4-29 of the Nottoway County Zoning Ordinance – Uses permitted by special exception – Light Commercial Use

	Chairman Simmons asks if there is anyone present wishing to comment on the Citizens Bank & Trust request; Mr. William Collins is present to explain the purpose of the request and the potential impact it will have for both the County and the property if the request is approved and further informs that the request of the Contractor seeking to locate on the property is only for a period of two years.

Jeanne Everhart of 3890 Green Hill is joined by Richard & Betty Page of 3895 Green Hill Road:  They jointly express a concern about the security of nearby residents with the potential for people staying on the property in RVs, questions whether there will be a limit on the quantity of allowed RVs, and lastly express a concern about the potential for increased traffic on such an already precarious stretch of road
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Daphne Cole:  Expresses a concern for the environmental impact of potential sewage maintenance with locating RVs on the property as well as the increased traffic for such a quiet area

Administrator Roark explains the abilities of the Board to impose restrictions on any approved Special Exception Permit, to include the number of allowed RVs and further explains that Nottoway County Health Sanitarian Jamie Hawley would likely be involved with any potential sewage maintenance.

Mr. Collins withdraws the request for the RV allowance after hearing the citizens concern.  Administrator Roark informs that the Planning Commission also held a public hearing on this request and recommend approval as the request was submitted.

Public Hearing:  Request to rezone three (3) parcels in Pickett Park, identified as Parcel 2 and Parcel 3 from General Business (GB) to Planned Development (PD1) and parcel 6 from Light Industrial (LI) to Planned Development (PD1); all properties located in Bellefonte District

Chairman Simmons asks if there is anyone present wishing to comment on the rezoning request;

Daphne Cole:  Mrs. Cole expresses concern for the potential rezoning and whether there is an ulterior motive such as financial gain for interested parties; suggests having an environmental study be completed for these parcels, questions how the road will handle the potential increased traffic, and urges the County not to get involved in promoting private business.

Administrator Roark explains the County has no plan, nor will they, involve themselves in private development of these parcels, that this rezoning request is founded on the suggestions of the Federal Government and that any future development will have to follow the same procedures as any other Industrial or Commercial prospect that presents itself before the County.  

Administrator Roark informs the Board of an industrial prospect interest in Parcel 6 and asks the Board to table any action on that parcel.

Public Hearing:  To receive comments on the possible adoption of Resolutions establishing the Piedmont Regional Jail Authority and a service agreement for the operation of the facility;

Administrator Roark provides the Board with a few advantages and disadvantages of a Jail Authority; citing such advantages as elimination of the need for unanimous consent from all six localities for operational decisions, ability to borrow money without negative debt impact on member localities, and an extra layer of protection from liability for the localities.
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Administrator Roark also informs that immunity from liability may not be absolute; a potential disadvantage.  Administrator Roark explains that all six (6) participating localities must approve the Authority or it is not a possibility.

Chairman Simmons asks if there is anyone present wishing to comment on the proposed Jail Authority and/or Service Agreement; there is no one present wishing to comment.  Supervisor Bowen moves to adopt the resolutions authorizing the organization of the Piedmont Regional Jail Authority and the Service Agreement for the operations.  The motion carried as follows:

Planning Commission Report:  Administrator Roark reports that the Commission met for November and held a public hearing on both the Citizens Bank and Trust special exception request and the proposed re-zoning of three parcels in Pickett Park, they also discussed briefly the Rural Electric Committee

Letter – Commonwealth Regional Council (CRC) – Mary S. Hickman, Executive Director:  encouraging the Board to consider being a willing participant, even as a current CRC non-member locality, in a regional application to the U.S. Department of Commerce, Economic Development Administration (EDA) for financial assistance to undertake the Comprehensive Economic Development Strategy (CEDS) process for its current members.  It is explained that while it is not mandatory by the EDA program that all localities within the CRC region be a participant on the application, the CRC does not want a non-member locality with the region to lose an opportunity to participate in the project and ensure its eligibility for future EDA assistance for its economic development initiatives; CRC is willing to waive the required non-member match of $7,500, should the application be successful, with the expectation that Nottoway County activate its annual membership in the CRC to ensure full support during the regional project.  The County would have no membership obligation with the CRC if the application is not successful.

Administrator Roark provides the Board with a detailed listing of successful projects completed by the Nottoway County Planning Council at the request of a Board member.  Vice Chairman Simmons moved to decline the Commonwealth Regional Council’s offer to participate with the regional project.  The motion carried as follows:
