	Chairman Vaughn called the work session to order at 5:00 p.m.

Supervisor Steve Bowen provided the invocation. 

Chairman Vaughn stated the purpose of the work session is to continue the discussion on solid waste issues.

Vice Chairman Bowen expressed constituent complaints that suggests the removal of dumpsters at the Courthouse Complex will cause added unsightliness at the Rt. 607 site.  Administrator Roark states that since the dumpsters were permanently removed there have been no issues with waste being placed on the grounds at the Courthouse.

Administrator Roark provides the Board with a prepared cost estimate for what they have proposed doing; gating and manning the sites after improvements are made.

Supervisor Shekleton states he is not in favor of closing any of the sites but is in favor of purchasing an additional truck(s) and hiring additional manpower to empty the sites more frequently.  Supervisor Shekleton is in favor of placing cameras at the waste sites also.

Supervisor Helen Simmons is in favor of fencing every site but not completely in favor of the proposed cameras.  She is in favor of purchasing an additional truck and hiring the necessary driver as well as purchasing additional waste collection boxes for the convenience sites.

Vice Chairman Bowen suggests that part of the after-hours illegal dumping at the waste convenience sites is contractors, and the like, trying to skirt paying Landfill tipping fees.  Chairman Vaughn agrees with Vice Chair Bowen, stating that is the case at the Davis Mill Road site also.

Supervisor Gary Simmons suggests to select option one as presented at the last work session and proceed with the plan.

The Board holds a discussion on looking for a parcel of land to purchase and relocate the Rt. 616 – Genito Road waste convenience site.  Administrator Roark will begin the search for such a parcel.

It is the consensus of the Board to choose option 1 as presented at the last work session.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Administrator Roark informs the Board that he will be disposing of some surplus office equipment in the Treasurer’s Office.  He also informs that he was just notified that the request from the Tobacco Commission for $180,000 has been approved to assist the Town of Blackstone with upgrades to their wastewater treatment plant.  

Administrator Roark further informs that the Town of Blackstone will be requesting that the County approve a long-term lease on property in the Pickett Park area, property adjacent to the airport property, to install a water pumping station that will be part of the planned upgrade.
